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                  PUT OFF…THE OLD MAN  
                By Reverend Rowland Henshaw 

 

2 Corinthians 5:17 
Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things 
have passed away; behold, all things have become new. 
 

What does it really mean to be a new creation? What is the experience 
like? When Jesus said to Nicodemus that he needed to be born again. 
He must have asked Jesus this similar question. What does it mean? 
 

In John 3:3-8 
3 Jesus answered and said to him, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless one is 
born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.” 4 Nicodemus said to Him, “How 
can a man be born when he is old? Can he enter a second time into his mother’s 
womb and be born?” 5 Jesus answered, “Most assuredly, I say to you, unless 
one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the kingdom of God. 6 That 
which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. 7 
Do not marvel that I said to you, ‘You must be born again.’ 8 The wind blows 
where it wishes, and you hear the sound of it, but cannot tell where it comes 
from and where it goes. So is everyone who is born of the Spirit.” 
 

To become a new creation is like having a heart transplant, it is more like being re-
stored to health. When Adam and Eve sinned, human beings lost their close connec-
tion to God.  To be a new creation is the restoration of the lost connection with God. To 
be a new creation is a spiritual regeneration, which is done by the Holy Spirit. We are 
restored to a place of intimate relationship with God. A spiritual connection, making it 
possible for God's Spirit to indwell us and flow through us as it was meant to, before 
the fall. To be born again, is to become a new creation. 
 

When we accepted Christ as our Saviour and made Him Lord over our lives, we are 
expected to live a new life as a new creation. 
 

Paul wrote to the Ephesians Church in Ephesians 4:17- 24. But I will take this from 
verse 22-24 
22 that you put off, concerning your former conduct, the old man which grows 
corrupt according to the deceitful lusts, 23 and be renewed in the spirit of your 
mind, 24 and that you put on the new man which was created according to God, 
in true righteousness and holiness. 
 

Paul is telling us that as new creations; we have to PUT OFF…THE OLD MAN - This is 
similar to stripping off our dirty clothes, we take them off because they are dirty and we 
put on new clothes …. PUT OFF…. The old man.  
As new creations we are expected to put off the old attitude, the old character, the old 
annoying words, the old actions etc. 
 

Paul tells the Corinthians Church in 1 Corinthians 6:11 
And that is what some of you were. But you were washed, you were sanctified, 
you were justified, in the name of the Lord Jesus Christ and by the Spirit of our 
God  
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The new creation means that in your real life, things are dramatically changing. You 
have new desires; the old desires have no power over you.  
 

As new creations over the course of our lives here on earth, God replaces the old 
"program" with a new one, and we begin to love and crave the things of the Spirit, and 
reject the things that He rejects. As new born babes desire milk, the new creation de-
sires the things of God. 
 

If you are born again the Spirit of God works on the inside of you, reminding you of who 
you are, He reminds you of whose you are in Christ Jesus. He draws your attention to 
the things that are pleasing to God. 
 

Can you confidently say today that you are a new creation? How do you know you are 
a new creation? 
 

You must sit back and ask yourself “how do I react in the face crisis? 
 

How do I treat others? What is my speech like, is it seasoned with grace to its hearers?  

Do I criticize more than I encourage others?  
 

Am I still drawn to my old desires, do my old desires still have a hold over me? If you 
answer is yes to all or some these questions, it is time to sit down with the Lord and ask 
Him to help you. 
 

Titus 2:11-14 
11 For the grace of God that brings salvation has appeared to all men, 12 teach-
ing us that, denying ungodliness and worldly lusts, we should live soberly, right-
eously, and godly in the present age, 13 looking for the blessed hope and glori-
ous appearing of our great God and Savior Jesus Christ, 14 who gave Himself for 
us, that He might redeem us from every lawless deed and purify for Himself His 
own special people, zealous for good works. 
 

A new creation allows the Holy Spirit to work through them and free them completely 
from their old desires. We have the grace of God that enables us to live a godly life. We 
have no excuse. 
 

Hence Jesus said to Nicodemus, in John 3:6 
6 That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that which is born of the Spirit is 
spirit.   
 

As new creation we must allow the Holy Spirit to reveal to us that which we must let Go. 
  

In 1 John 1:7 
7 But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one an-
other, and the blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.  
 

We can truly and confidently live the new life in freedom and victory. As we acknowl-
edge that we are truly a new creation in Christ Jesus and that old things have passed 
away all things have been made new. 
 

Philippians 2:13 
13 for it is God who works in you both to will and to do for His good pleasure. 
God is working in you, please cooperate with Him and put off the old man.   
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TESTIMONY FROM SIS REMI ADEJUMO 

Healed and fully restored from Covid Pneumonia and a 
burned back 
 

I would like to testify of God's goodness, favour and  
restoration. 
 

In July 2021, 16th July on a Friday I felt a tickle in my throat 
and began to get a headache. This was unusual as I had 
not fallen unwell in about five years. I have been walking in 
divine health meaning that not only was I walking in the re-
vealed truth of healing and health, In His mercy I also did 
my best to actively listen to His guidance on health in terms of food, exercise, sleep 
etc. 
 

I began to feel progressively unwell on Saturday so decided to do a test and when it 
was positive. I then found out that I had gotten it from my gym instructor who was 
showing no symptoms. I also remember being prompted ahead of my gym sessions 
to drink my usual cocktail of supplements which I ignored because I was running late. 
I remember it so well. Before you know it, every single Covid symptom showed up. I 
ensured that I kept myself hydrated although I could not really eat and was not able to 
keep food down at first. My body felt like it had been hit by a truck. I received a lot of 
love, prayers and support from every where, supplements, ideas of things to take. 
The love was a lot and so was the advice. I remember asking the Lord to direct me on 
what to do and take which He did.  
 

I then remember praying against any form of Long Covid and continuously declaring 
the Word of healing.  
 

However, I noticed that I started to bring up blood in more ways than one, so I thought 
it wise to call 111 who then sent an ambulance who when they arrived said that my 
oxygen levels were at dangerous levels and my temperature was extremely high. 
They were surprised I had not called the ambulance sooner. 
 

Now a few days earlier due to running a fever and my bones being cold and achy I 
had used a hot water bottle which was wrapped which I remember getting a prompt-
ing to wrap with an extra covering which I did not. This ended up burning a large area 
of my back which did not allow me to lie on my back or sit up without being in excruci-
ating pain 
 

I was eventually taken to hospital out on oxygen where they  ran tests treated the 
temperature and gave me a load of antibiotics as they discovered it had developed 
into Pneumonia.  
 

This happened a few weeks before I was meant to go on a career break so I was in  
the process of handing over to the person to cover my job, so to me and in my eyes 
this was terrible timing to be unwell. In it all I knew I would be okay but just kept rest-
ing in the Lord and the prayers of the saints for strength to push through to the end. 
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As there were no beds at all they insisted that I go home and be monitored by a doc-
tor. I most definitely felt and those around me that it was the wrong advice and my 
hospital experience was not the best but God was kind that my sister had a doctor 
friend who was a believer who started calling me daily to discuss and guide me 
through. As I progressively got better, I started to realise all the things that I had been 
doing as guided by the Holy Spirit such as skipping 15 mins a day to increase my 
lung capacity etc contributed to my recovery, supplements etc. God took me on a 
journey of healing and recovery and restoration. While it was painfully slow and I had 
to learn to sit and be still while being off sick for so long (something that has not oc-
curred since over 25 years ago) I believe that it was entire and complete. 
 

Even when I was treated for my burns which I had to have the dressing changed 
three times a week. I asked the Lord for there to be no issues with my skin, the last 
person  I saw gave me an insight to what to do to ensure that it becomes soft and 
does not develop into a keloid. I am pleased to say that it is totally healed.  
 

I want to thank God for so many things because not only am I healed and restored. 
He took care of me in every way because I had someone covering my job because of 
the career break it meant that someone was able to cover my work because I had 
already prepare handover notes. So it was clear to me that my application for my ca-
reer break was divinely orchestrated, (the big shop that we did before falling ill in prep 
for the career break was also key) because if I had not applied for it to be in August, I 
would not have had cover, having my family home to help, my neighbours and friends 
bought food and got any prescriptions was indeed a blessing.  Throughout this heal-
ing journey I saw how God put so many things in place ahead of the incident and how 
He sustained me through it. The bible says we will face trials and tribulations but we 
should not fear because He has overcome the enemy and all things work together for 
our good and I stand here to testify of His goodness and His mercy
