 WATER BAPTISM 

We are pleased to announce that we plan to start doing water baptism at Rehoboth 
building.  The plan is that this will take place on the first Sunday of the month after the 
service in the lower floor. 
We are currently working out the modalities for this and are looking to start as soon 
as everything is in place to do so 
 
Please note that the government COVID 19 guidelines currently allow for places of 
worship to conduct baptisms as . We intend to make sure we do safely and in accor-
dance with stipulated guidelines stated below... 
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“FULL IMMERSION 

 Where full immersion in water is necessary as part of a ritual or ceremony, 
this should be very carefully planned following the rules below. 

 Those being immersed should be at least 2 metres away from the congre-
gation and officiants at all times, except while they are being immersed. 

 Only one person should be immersed at any time and they should only be 
attended by a single officiant/clergy member. 

 During the immersion, clergy/the officiant can place their hands on the head 
of the person being immersed, but they should not ‘cradle’ the person or 
touch them in any other way 

 Clergy/the officiant should wash their hands after each person is immersed, 
or if this isn’t possible they should use hand sanitiser.”

We look forward to welcoming you to Rehoboth Building for our regular Sunday and 
Wednesday services. 
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We have guidelines that prioritize your safety and align with the government’s direc-
tives, in keeping Rehoboth Building open. We encourage you to continue to embrace 
these and work with us as we continue to fellowship and worship the Lord in person. 
Rehoboth Building is open to the whole WOL family, the community and the general 
public for services. 
 
Below are: 
(1) Actions the CHURCH is taking to ensure your safety.  
(2) Actions required of YOU to ensure our collective safety.  

 
What We Are Doing  
(1) Enforcing the requirement of registration to attend church services.  
(2) Check-in upon arrival, to aid contact tracing   
(3) Cleaning of shared areas and surfaces  
(4) Significantly Adjusted Seating to promote Physical distancing. 
(5) Physical Distancing and other Signs and Stickers posted in and out of the 

building for your attention. 
(6) Slightly reduced length of singing time with a maximum of 2 singers and and1 

instrumentalist at each service.  Separate designated microphones are pro-
vided per each user (Singers and Speakers during each service) 

(7) Provision of individual packaged communion emblems for all 
(8) Personal Protective Equipment (disposable masks and gloves) provided 

for stewards 
(9) Hand Sanitiser stations placed at the Entry Point and Exit points.  Hand sanitis-

ing is required for all upon entry and exit.   
(10) Still not able to join us in person due to having to self-isolate, sickness, old age 

or other reasons? Online services continue to hold.    
 
What We Need from You  
(1) Please register all members in your family before attending in-person services 

and check-in at the check in point upon arrival. You will need to register via the 
church website at www.wordoflife-lcc.org for each service you wish to attend  

(2) Please use the hand sanitisers provided when entering the building and when 
exiting. 

(3) The stewards are there to help. Please strictly follow their instructions for your 
safety and the safety of others 

(4) Family members are required to please sit together. Parents, please plan to 
keep young children with you at all times (except during the time they go to the 
lower hall for the Children’s church and youth cell)  

(5) Handshaking and hugging are strongly not allowed  
(6) Please use the main front doors for entry and for exit. The stewards will be on 

hand to help and guide you 
(7) Please come with, and wear a mask during your time in Rehoboth Building.  

Children under 11 do not have to have face masks on. 
(8) Refreshments (food and drink) will not be distributed at this time  
(9)  
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(9) If you need a drink during the service, please kindly come in with a bottle of 
water. This is not to be shared with others. 

(10) Please choose ONLINE giving and other non-cash methods where possible. If 
unable to do this, you can still give cash in during the in-person services at 
Rehoboth Building 

(11) We appreciate your patience and co-operation as we continue to navigate this 
new season.  

 

In this season, we encourage you to continue to prioritise safety, and to choose faith 
over fear.  It is been an unprecedented time in history, so if you are feeling mentally 
drained, you are not alone.  God is with you and will never leave you nor forsake you. 
We also encourage you to speak to someone about how you are feeling. Speak to 
your cell leader, or deputy cell leader, or one of the other Word of Life leaders.

2 Corinthians 4:7-9 
7 But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellence of the power 
may be of God and not of us. 8 We are hard-pressed on every side, yet not 
crushed; we are perplexed, but not in despair; 9 persecuted, but not forsaken; 
struck down, but not destroyed 
 

2020 and now 2021, the world has been turned upside down, not by our gospel but by 
a virus called Corona. The words such as Pandemic, social distancing, unprecedented 
times, new normal have all become so popular and commonly used all over the world.  
 

Yet the one word that has always & still bothered me is lockdown. Lock down is very 
restrictive.  
 

To be lockdown is the confinement of prisoners to their cells for all or most of the day 
as a temporary security measure. 
 

Or a lockdown could be an emergency protocol to prevent people or information from 
escaping. 
 

Many countries have seen more than one lockdown and this has had both a negative 
and positive effect. 
 

For some families it has been very stressful. You are always in each other’s face or 
space. Depression, stress, loss of finance, loss of jobs and the list goes on. 
 

However, for the environmentalist, they believe the lockdown has resulted in clearer 
skies, clean water, and clean air.  
 

Some people have used this time wisely and learnt new things. Some have learnt to 
exercise and go for walks; others have learnt to home school. 
 

For some believers it has created a deeper relationship with the Lord, a deeper study-
ing of the word of God. 
 

Others have become involved with many prayer groups all around the world. Churches 
are reaching out to more people other than their members only. 
 

For some churches this lockdown has become an effective way of connecting with 
their members. 
 

For some families it has created genuine Relationships. Especially in our stressful 
busy schedules. Families have been able to spend time with loved ones.  
 

The NHS has become inundated with the sick. Many are now working from home. 
 

Yet there is still the fear and feeling of hopelessness from many quarters. I listen to 
many people and I hear in their voices feeling of despair, uncertainty, sarcasm and 

complaint. 
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Today I want to encourage you dear brothers and sisters in the Lord. You might be feel-
ing vulnerable, beaten, battered, defeated and at your wits end.  
 

Do not focus on this perishable container called self, but focus on the treasure of God 
dwelling in you.  
 

But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellence of the power may 
be of God and not of us. 
 

Though you and I may be vulnerable at this time of lockdown but always remember Who 
resides in you. 
 

Always remember that the priceless power of God resides in you. The bad news, the 
conspiracy theory, the slanders, they might be overwhelming, yet locked in, inside of 
you is the power of the most high God. 
 

1 John 4:4 
4 You are of God, little children, and have overcome them, because He who is in 
you is greater than he who is in the world. 
 

There was a lock down in Egypt because of the plague, yet the children Israel were 
locked in with God in Goshen. God made a difference between the Israelites and the 
Egyptians. 
 

Are you locked down or locked in? 
 

You might feel that this pandemic has gone on for too long and you are at the end of 
your rope, remember that you might be at the end of your rope but not at the end of your 
hope. Are you locked down or your locked in. It is something you will have to decide this 
year. I will counsel you to be locked in not alone but alone with God. 
 

Psalm 33:18-22 
Behold, the eye of the Lord is on those who fear Him, 
On those who hope for His lovingkindness, 
To deliver their soul from death 
And to keep them alive in famine. 
Our soul waits for the Lord; He is our help and our shield. 
 

Everything you are going through right now is an opportunity for God to demonstrate His 
power through you.  

 

Remember you are not in this alone. Locked down but not conquered.
