We are delighted to welcome you WOL Church Family back to Rehoboth Building 
for our regular Sunday and Wednesday services this new year 2021. 
 
We have guidelines that prioritize your safety and align with the government’s and 
Elim directives, in keeping Rehoboth Building open. We encourage you to continue 
to embrace the changes and work with us as we continue to fellowship and worship 
the Lord. Rehoboth Building is open to the whole WOL family, the community and 
the general public for services. 
 
Below are: 
(1) Actions the CHURCH is taking to ensure your safety.  
(2) Actions required of YOU to ensure our collective safety.  
 

What We Are Doing  
(1) Enforcing the requirement of registration to attend church services.  
(2) Check-in upon arrival, to aid contact tracing   
(3) Cleaning of shared areas and surfaces  
(4) Significantly Adjusted Seating to promote Physical distancing. 
(5) Physical Distancing and other Signs and Stickers posted in and out of the 

building for your attention. 
(6) Slightly reduced length of singing time with a maximum of 2 singers and and1 

instrumentalist at each service.  Separate designated microphones are pro-
vided per each user (Singers and Speakers during each service) 

(7) Provision of individual packaged communion emblems for all 
(8) Personal Protective Equipment (disposable masks and gloves) provided 

for stewards 
(9) Hand Sanitiser stations placed at the Entry Point and Exit points.  Hand sanitis-

ing is required for all upon entry and exit.   
(10) Still not able to join us in person due to having to self-isolate, sickness, old age 

or other reasons? Online services continue to hold.    
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What We Need from You  
(1) Please register all members in your family before attending in-person services 

and check-in at the check in point upon arrival. You will need to register via the 
church website at www.wordoflife-lcc.org for each service you wish to attend   

(2) Please use the hand sanitisers provided when entering the building and when 
exiting. 

(3) The stewards are there to help. Please strictly follow their instructions for your 
safety and the safety of others 

(4) Family members are required to please sit together. Parents, please plan to 
keep young children with you at all times (except during the time they go to the 
lower hall for the Children’s church and youth cell)  

(5) Handshaking and hugging are strongly not allowed  
(6) Please use the main front doors for entry and for exit. The stewards will be on 

hand to help and guide you 
(7) Please come with, and wear a mask during your time in Rehoboth Building.  

Children under 11 do not have to have face masks on. 
(8) Refreshments (food and drink) will not be distributed at this time  
(9) If you need a drink during the service, please kindly come in with a bottle of wa-

ter. This is not to be shared with others. 
(10) Please choose ONLINE giving and other non-cash methods where possible. If 

unable to do this, you can still give cash in during the in-person services at 
Rehoboth Building 

(11) We appreciate your patience and co-operation as we continue to navigate this 
new season.  

 

In this season, we encourage you to continue to prioritise safety, and to choose faith 
over fear.  It is been an unprecedented time in history, so if you are feeling mentally 
drained, you are not alone.  God is with you and will never leave you nor forsake you.

It has been a year when many have been locked in with God rather 
than a locked down. 
 
In 2019 the Lord had laid on my heart that 2020 will be a year of su-
pernatural harvest. 
 
One of the thoughts that the Lord had laid on my heart was that He wanted His church 
back. See below an excerpt from that write up in 2019. 
 
God wants to return His Church back to His glory days, the days of its Power, 
when the Holy Spirit was allowed to move freely, the days when Jesus was the 
centre of the Church. God is rebuilding His Church by raising up men and 
women who trust and obey Him.  
 
On 31

st
 of December, I had said God wants His Church back and so I was not surprise 

when our usual Church activities was dismantled by the lockdown.  
 
March 22

, 2020 Mother’s Day Word of Life Church held its last service in Rehoboth 

Building, until July 2020. 
 
Even though the lock down was worldwide the Church also felt the impact. 
 
Worship teams, choirs were all dismantled and every one began to scramble for social 
media platform, both the mega and the house churches.  
 
There have been stories of people struggling with anxiety, loneliness depression and 
lot of people have struggled financially, some have lost their jobs due to redundancy. 
Many have lost loved ones to COVID-19, some still have loved ones in hospital 
Yes, the year 2020 has been extraordinarily challenging for many but glorious in many  
ways to those who know their God.  
 
Yet in all of these God remained faithful to His Church. People were getting saved in 
nations like Iran where it was said that about 3000 were coming to the Lord every 
month. 
 
As we are now in 2021, let us cry out to God to stretch out His hands and do great 
wonders in 2021.  
 
Let us pray that God will give us boldness to share His Word without fear. 
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No one knows what 2021 has in stock, but God does, let us be strong and expectant 
because we serve a God of wonders.
